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VOLUNTEER PHYSICIAN PRECEPTORS

FOR SHIFA COMMUNITY CLINIC
Why Should I Become a Preceptor?

SERVICE Two physicians who realized that many members of their community experienced difficulty in obtaining health care due to language and cultural barriers started Shifa Community Clinic in 1994.  In 2001, the clinic became affiliated with the University of California at Davis School of Medicine through the Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology.
In collaboration with the V Street Mosque in downtown Sacramento, Shifa Community Clinic provides primary healthcare services to patients who either have no form of health insurance or face barriers to health care access.  The care that is provided is free, although donations are accepted.
COMMUNITY The ultimate goal of Shifa Community Clinic is to make quality healthcare a reality for all the local underserved populations from all religious and ethnic backgrounds.  The clinic has a continuing commitment to the Muslim and South Asian community in Sacramento. Translation services in Urdu, Farsi, Arabic, Punjabi, Hindi, and Spanish are available as provided by UC Davis undergraduate students. 

TEACHING As a student-run clinic, Shifa Community Clinic places a strong emphasis on teaching and education.  Physician preceptors mentor students in all aspects of the practice of medicine.  Medical students hone their clinical skills through eliciting patient histories, performing physical exams, and learning about diagnoses and treatment plans—while UC Davis undergraduate students gain exposure to a community based clinic environment.

How Much Time Do I Need to Commit?

Shifa Community Clinic is open every Sunday of the year at 8:00am until the last patient is helped (usually around 2:00pm) and on the first Saturday of every month to provide care to patients with chronic illnesses.  Physician preceptors arrive at 10:00am and leave after seeing the last patient.  Many preceptors come to clinic as often as one Sunday each month, while others are scheduled as their time permits.  An undergraduate preceptor coordinator manages the preceptor schedule, scheduling preceptors up to three months in advance.  There is no minimum time requirement and all services are greatly appreciated by the clinic staff and patients.
What Services Are Available to Patients?

Shifa Community Clinic is equipped to handle routine primary care services.  Women’s Health Clinic takes place on the second Sunday of every month.  Undergraduate students are the first line of contact with patients and are trained in taking vitals and completing patient forms.  In order to maintain the highest quality of care, clear and consistent communication is required.  Therefore, translators are available for a variety of languages (Urdu, Farsi, Arabic, Punjabi, Hindi, and Spanish).
Fecal occult blood (FOBT) tests, flu shots, blood draws, and medical urine test strips and analysis are also available to our patients.  An EKG machine and microscope are available on-site.  All blood draws are done in the clinic and the blood samples are delivered to the UC Davis Medical Center laboratory for processing at no cost to the patient.

In January 2004, Shifa created a contract with the Radiological Associates of Sacramento (RAS) in order to provide patients with imaging services and x-rays free of charge.  Shifa pays for these services at 100% Medicare rates.  Referral pads are located in each exam room and physicians may refer patients at any time to any RAS location.  Patients then get their medications through Wal-Mart’s $4 generic drug program.

Shifa Clinic has also introduced a comprehensive community outreach program for breast cancer screening with the mission to improve the breast health of uninsured communities of South Asian and Middle Eastern women in the community.  The program funded by the Susan G. Komen grant, allows the clinic to host biannual mammography screening events where women over the age of 40, are invited to participate in breast cancer screening.  Furthermore, Shifa Clinic continues to offer educational workshops in the community in order to increase awareness about cervical, breast, and colorectal cancer with information regarding screening, prevention, and early detection.
